Come-and-See Week was a large endeavour
and the support and involvement of our
entire community was remarkable. We
extend an extra special thanks to our host
families and staff who welcomed guests
into their homes, and even cared for them
a little longer when we realized flights were
canceled due to the snow.

Where do we go from here? The group

is using social media platforms to
maintain their relationships. We will have

maintain the bonds among the schools. A
student participant reflected:

“I hope that experiences similar to Come-and-
See Week will be offered to future students
because I had an amazing experience. I think
that all of the SNJM schools could benefir
[from connecting with one another more often
so that we can_form a closer bond. This was
personally one of the best experiences that I
have ever had’.

Additionally, a staff participant shared,

“The girls loved making connections with other
students, the host families and the community
at SMA Winnipeg. This gave all of us the
feeling that the SNJM community is much
larger than just the walls of our school. 10 see
how the SNJM charism is alive in each school
was very powerful”.

And so, we are indeed grateful to the Lord
for the days that were given to us. May we
remember the Holy Names of Jesus and
Mary that inspired and guided Blessed
Marie-Rose and her companions, and pray
for them to continue guiding us as well.

For other subjects, common and cumulative
assessments will take place during dates
outside of “Flex Days”, at a point/s of the
course where it makes the best sense. These
will typically be held during regular class
times, with some assessments following a
process model over the span of a few days.
Information regarding these assessments
should have been provided in your
daughter’s course outlines. Specific dates
and expectations of upcoming common and
cumulative assessments will be conveyed to
students in Early November by the subject
area teachers.
