Programme for International Student Assessment

Mrs. Carol-Ann Swayzie (van Es ’80)
SMA has been selected to participate in the
2015 Programme for International Stu-
dent Assessments (PISA), which selected

schools write every three years.

Canada has been participating since the
PISA project began in 2000. The PISA is
intended to help those who administer
education systems determine whether or
not Canadian children are acquiring the
necessary skills and knowledge to meet the
challenges of the future. These indicators

will provide direction, insights and tools to
improve the effectiveness of education for all
involved.

This year’s PISA has one primary assessment
area: Science. Literacy skills will also be
assessed. A small subset of students will also
be tested to determine an initial overview of
capabilities regarding financial literacy.

SMA?s test date is Monday, April 27. The

PISA will be administered via comput-

ers. The Department of Education will be
randomly selecting 42 of our 15 year old
students (born in 1999) to participate. Mrs.
Swayzie and Mr. Villa attended the initial
training session and will be gathering the se-
lected students together to both inform them
of their mandatory participation and also to
give them a sense of what the assessment may
look like. If you have any questions, please
contact Mrs. Swayzie.
